(B) "Applicant" nmeans a county. township, nunicipa

corporation, port authority, or conservancy district or a park

district, other simlar park authority, nonprofit organi zation, or

organi zation for profit that has entered into an agreenent with a

county, township, nunicipal corporation, port authority, or

conservancy district to work in conjunction with that county,
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townshi p. nuni cipal corporation, port authority, or conservancy

district for the purposes of sections 122.65 to 122.658 of the
Revi sed Code.

(G "Assessnent" neans a phase | and phase || property

assessnent conducted in accordance with section 3746.04 of the

Revi sed Code and rul es adopted under that section.

(D) "Brownfield' neans an abandoned, idled, or under-used

industrial or conmercial property where expansion or redevel opnent

is conplicated by known or potential releases of hazardous

subst ances or petrol eum

(E) "Certified professional." "hazardous substance,"”

"petroleum"” and "rel ease" have the sane nmeanings as in section
3746. 01 of the Revi sed Code.

(F) "d eanup or renediation" neans any action to contain,

renove, or dispose of hazardous substances or petroleumat a

brownfield. "C eanup or renediation" includes the acquisition of a

brownfield., denolition perforned at a brownfield, and the

installation or upgrade of the nmini num anount of infrastructure

that is necessary to make a brownfield operational for economc

devel opnent _activity.

(G "Distressed area" neans either a nunicipal corporation

with a population of at least fifty thousand or a county that

neets any two of the following criteria:

(1) Its average rate of unenploynment. during the nost recent

five-vear period for which data are available, is equal to at

| east one hundred twenty-five per cent of the average rate of

unenpl oynent for the United States for the sane period.

(2) It has a per capita incone equal to or bel ow ei ghty per

cent of the nedian county per capita inconme of the United States

as determ ned by the npst recently available figures fromthe

United States census bureau.
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(3)(a) In the case of a nunicipal corporation, at | east

twenty per cent of the residents have a total incone for the nost

recent census vear that is below the official poverty line.

(b) In the case of a county., in intercensal years, the county

has a ratio of transfer paynent incone to total county incone

equal to or greater than twenty-five per cent.

"Di stressed area" includes a nunicipal corporation the

majority of the population of which is situated in a county that

is a distressed area.

(H "Eligible area"” neans a distressed area, an inner city

area., a labor surplus area, or a situational distress area.

(1) "lnner city area" nmeans an area in a nunicipa

corporation that has a population of at |east one hundred

thousand. is not a labor surplus area, and is a targeted

i nvest ment area established by the nunicipal corporation that is

conprised of block tracts identified in the nbst recently

available figures fromthe United States census bureau in which at

|l east twenty per cent of the population in the area is at or bel ow

the official poverty line or of contiguous block tracts neeting

those criteria.

(J) "Integrating committee" neans a district public works

integrating committee established under section 164.04 of the
Revi sed Code.

(K) "lLabor surplus area" neans an area designated as a | abor

surplus area by the United States departnent of | abor.

(L) "lLoan" includes credit enhancenent.

(M "No further action letter" nmeans a letter that is

prepared by a certified professional when, on the basis of the

best know edge, infornation, and belief of the certified

prof essional, the certified professional concludes that the
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cleanup or renediation of a browfield neets the applicable

cl eanup standards and that contains all of the infornmation

specified in rules adopted under division (B)(7) of section
3746. 04 of the Revi sed Code.

(N) "Nonprofit organization" neans a corporation,

association, group, institution, society, or other organi zation

that is exenpt fromfederal incone taxation under section
501(c)(3) of the "Internal Revenue Code of 1986." 100 Stat. 2085,
26 U.S.C 501(c)(3)., as anended.

(O "Property" neans any parcel of real property, or portion

of such a parcel, and any inprovenents to it.

(P) "Public health project"” neans the cleanup or renediation

of a release or threatened rel ease of hazardous substances or

petrol eumat a property where little or no econom c redevel opnent

potential exists.

(Q "Oficial poverty line" has the sane neaning as in
section 3923.51 of the Revised Code.

(R "Situational distress area" nmeans a county or a nunici pal

corporation that has experienced or i s experiencing a closing or

downsi zing of a major enployer that will adversely affect the

county or nunicipal corporation's econony and that has applied to

the director of developnent to be designated as a situationa

distress area for not nore than thirty nonths by denpnstrating al

of the foll ow ng:

(1) The nunber of jobs lost by the closing or downsizing;

(2) The inpact that the job | oss has on the county or

nuni ci pal corporation's unenploynent rate as neasured by the

director of job and famly services;

(3) The annual payroll associated with the job |oss:

(4) The anpbunt of state and | ocal taxes associated with the
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job | oss;

(5) The inpact that the closing or downsi zing has on

suppliers located in the county or rmnunicipal corporation

Sec. 122.651. (A) There is hereby created the clean Ghio

council consisting of the director of devel opnent or the

director's designee, the director of environnental protection or

the director's designee, the director of the Chio public works

conmi ssion as a nonvoting, ex officio nenber, one nenber of the

mapjority party of the senate and one nenber of the minority party

of the senate to be appointed by the president of the senate, one

nenber of the majority party of the house of representatives and

one nenber of the nmnority party of the house of representatives

to be appointed by the speaker of the house of representatives,

and seven nenbers to be appointed by the governor with the advice

and consent of the senate. O the nenbers appointed by the

governor, one shall represent the interests of counties, one shall

represent the interests of townships., one shall represent the

interests of municipal corporations, two shall represent the

interests of business and devel opnent, and two shall represent

statew de environnmental advocacy organi zations. The nenbers

appoi nted by the governor shall reflect the denographi c and

econom c diversity of the population of the state.

(B) The nenbers appoi nted by the president of the senate and

the house of representatives shall serve at the pleasure of their

appointing authorities. & the initial nenbers appointed by the

governor to the clean Ohio council, four shall be appointed for

two vears and three shall be appointed for one year. Thereafter,
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terns of office for nmenbers appointed by the governor shall be for

two vears, with each termending on the sane day of the sane nonth

as did the termthat it succeeds. Each of those nmenbers shall hold

office fromthe date of appointnment until the end of the termfor

whi ch the nenber i s appointed.

Menbers may be reappoi nted. Vacancies shall be filled in the

same _nmanner _as provided for original appointnents. Any nenber

appointed to fill a vacancy occurring prior to the expiration date

of the termfor which the nenber was appointed shall hold office

for the remainder of that term A nenber shall continue in office

after the expiration date of the nenber's termuntil the nenber's

successor takes office or until a period of sixty days has

el apsed, whi chever occurs first.

A nmpjority vote of a quorum

of the nmenbers of the council is necessary to take action on any

matter. The council nmay adopt byl aws governing its operation

including bylaws that establish the frequency of neetings,

procedures for reviewing eligible projects under sections 122.65

to 122.658 of the Revised Code and policies and requirenents

establ i shed under section 122.657 of the Revised Code. and other

necessary procedures.

(D) Serving as a nenber of the clean Chio council does not

constitute holding a public office or position of enploynent under

the laws of this state and does not constitute grounds for renobva

of public officers or enployees fromtheir offices or positions of

enpl oynent. Menbers of the council shall serve w thout

conpensation for attending council neetings.
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(E) Menbers appointed by the governor shall not have a

conflict of interest with the position. For the purposes of this

division, "conflict of interest" nmeans the taking of any action

that violates any provision of Chapter 102. or 2921. of the
Revi sed Code.

(F) The departnment of devel opnent shall provide office space

for the council. The council shall be assisted in its duties by

the staff of the departnent of devel opnent and the environnenta

protection agency.

(G Sections 101.82 to 101.87 of the Revised Code do not

apply to the clean Chi o council

Sec. 122.652. (A (1) An applicant seeking a grant or |oan for

a brownfield cleanup or renediation project fromthe clean Ghio

revitalization fund created in section 122.658 of the Revi sed Code

shall request an application formfromthe appropriate integrating

comm ttee with geographical jurisdiction over the project for

which a grant or loan is sought. The applicant shall conplete the

application and include all of the information required by
sections 122.65 to 122.658 of the Revi sed Code and policies and

requi renents established under section 122.657 of the Revised
Code.

(2) In addition to the infornmation that is required to be

included in the application under division (A (1) of this section,

an _applicant shall include an affidavit signed by the authorized

representative of the applicant certifying that the applicant did

not cause or contribute to the rel ease of hazardous substances or

petroleumat the brownfield that is the subject of the

application.

No person shall submt a false affidavit under division
(A)(2) of this section

(5) An estimate of the total cost to clean up or renediate

the brownfield in order to conply with the applicable cleanup

standards. The total cost shall include the cost of enploying a

certified professional under section 122.654 of the Revised Code.

(6) A detailed explanation of the portion of the estinmated

total cost of the cleanup or renediation of the brownfield that

the applicant proposes to provide as required under sections
122. 653 and 122.658 of the Revised Code and financial records

supporting the proposal

(C) Citeria to be used by integrating committees or, if

requi red under division (C of section 122.652 of the Revised

Code, executive committees of integrating conmmttees when

prioritizing projects under division (B) of section 122.652 of the

Revi sed Code. The policies and requirenents also shall establish

procedures that integrating commttees or, if required under

division (C of section 122.652 of the Revised Code, executive

conmmi ttees of integrating commttees shall use in applying the

criteria.

(E) The devel opnent of criteria that the director shall use

when awar di ng grants under section 122.656 of the Revised Code.

The criteria shall give priority to public health projects. In

addition, the director, in consultation with the director of

environnental protection, shall establish policies and

requirenents that require the criteria to include a public health

proj ect selection process that incorporates and enphasi zes all of

the follow ng factors:

(1) The potential environnental inprovenent that will result

fromthe cleanup or renediation

(2) The ability of an applicant to access the property for

pur poses of the cleanup or renediation;

(3) The nane and qualifications of the cleanup or renediation

contractor;

(4) Any other factors that the director of devel opnent

consi ders appropriate.

The director of devel opnent may devel op any other policies

and requirenents that the director determ nes are necessary for

the adm nistration of section 122.656 of the Revi sed Code.
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
