Sec. 5.2228. The npobnth of May is designated as "Chio Cystic

Fi brosi s Awar eness Month" to increase public awareness of the

di sease, including its causes and health effects and to encourage

and support research to devel op effective nedical therapies.

Sec. 101.38. (A) As used in this section, "relative" neans a

spouse, parent., parent-in-law,_ sibling, sibling-in-law child,

child-in-1aw, grandparent, aunt, or uncle.

(B) There is hereby created the Chio cystic fibrosis

| eqgislative task force to study and nmake recommendati ons on i ssues

pertaining to the care and treatnent of individuals with cystic

fibrosis. The task force shall study and nmake recommendati ons on

the follow ng issues:

(1) Use of prescription drug and innovative therapi es under

the program for nedi cally handi capped chil dren established under

section 3701.023 of the Revised Code and the program for adults

with cystic fibrosis adnm nistered by the departnent of health

under division (G of that section

(2) Screening of newborn children for the presence of genetic

di sorders, as required under section 3701.501 of the Revised Code;

(3) Any other issues the task force considers appropriate.

(C) The task force shall consist of the foll owi ng menbers,

each with the authority to vote on matters before the task force:

(1) Three nenbers of the senate: two appoi nted by the

president of the senate fromthe mapjority party and one appointed

by the mnority | eader of the senate:

(2) Three nenbers of the house of representatives: two

appoi nted by the speaker of the house of representatives fromthe

nmajority party and one appointed by the mnority | eader of the

house of representatives:;
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(3) Three nenbers, at |east tw of whom have been di agnosed

with cystic fibrosis or are relatives of individuals who have been

di aghosed with cystic fibrosis, appointed by the president of the

senat e;

(4) Three nenbers, at |least two of whom have been di agnosed

with cystic fibrosis or are relatives of individuals who have been

di agnosed with cystic fibrosis, appointed by the speaker of the

house of representatives.

Initial nenbers shall be appointed not |ater than sixty days

after the effective date of this section.

(D) Each nenber of the task force shall serve a one-year term

that ends on the sane day of the same nonth as did the termthat

it succeeds. Menbers may be reappoint ed.

(E) A vacancy shall be filled in the sane manner _as the

origi nal appointnment. Any nenber appointed to fill a vacancy

occurring prior to the expiration date of the termfor which the

nenber' s predecessor was appoi nted shall hold office as a nenber

for the remai nder of that term

A nenber shall continue in office subsequent to the

expiration date of the nenber's termuntil a successor takes

office or until a period of sixty days has el apsed. whi chever

occurs first.

(F) Menbers of the task force shall elect a chair to serve a

termof one year. A vacancy of the chair position shall be filled

by el ection.

(G Menbers of the task force shall receive no conpensation

except to the extent that serving as a nenber is part of the

i ndi vidual's reqular duties of enploynent and except for the

rei nbursenent of expenses that may be provided under division (H)

of this section.

(H The task force nmay solicit and accept grants from public

and private sources. Grant funds may be used to reinburse nenbers

for expenses incurred in the performance of official task force

duties and to pursue initiatives pertaining to the care and

treatnent of individuals with cystic fibrosis.

(1) Amjority of the nenbers of the task force constitutes a

quorum for the conduct of task force neetings.
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
